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W. SHAKESPEARE “SONNET”

A s for me, | like poetry very much, but my attitude to
sonnets is uncertain. On the one hand, | enjoy their
rich and beautiful language, but on the other hand,
sonnets are very difficult for understanding.

| think, W. Shakespeare’s “Sonnet” isn’t an
exception. Its language is full of metaphors, adjectives
arid comparisons, but the author uses exaggerations
when he describes his mistress’s appearance (for
example: “...The breath that from my mistress reeks.”).

| suppose, the theme of this sonnet is double: a true
love and the truth in love. | think the author wanted to
say that a beautiful soul is much more important than a
nice appearance and that we should always tell the truth
to and about our lovers. In Middle Ages knights
berhymed their mistresses using “false compares” and
Shakespeare was against it, so he wrote this sonnet.

As for the main character, | think, she is a usual
woman. We can see three main colors: white, red and
black, but we can’t see clear shape.

To sum up, | can say, that poetry helps me to
gain better appreciation of my own life, love, hatred,
jealousy and other feelings. And | can repeat that
W. Shakespeare’s “Sonnet” isn’t an exception.
