“I'm proud of being a student at the oldest and best university in this country. All my
friends told me it was no use applying to MSU as the competition is known to be very high.
However, I have always dreamt of studying at Moscow State University, so it was my first
and only choice. I prepared my application documents and sent them by mail. As I had no
other choices to make, I applied a long time before the deadline of 25 July.

I checked what NSEs were required by my faculty and worked hard to get ready for
them. Although NSE scores are an important part of one’s application, the university holds
its own exams too. I had to take three and I couldn’t help feeling nervous about them, as
you can imagine! In the end I passed them successfully and got a place.

Not long ago, the university celebrated its 250th anniversary. In 1755, on 25 January,
Empress Elizaveta Petrovna signed the decree that a university should be founded in Moscow.
Later this university was named after Mikhail Lomonosov, as he played the leading part in
establishing it. From the start Moscow University developed its own democratic traditions:
the lectures were held both in Latin and in Russian; they were open to the general public
too. Tuition was free and every commoner had the right to get in.

It was Lomonosov’s principle that only the academic achievements of a student should
matter, not financial position or family background. This principle is still followed by the
university today. Although every year there is huge competition for each place, the university
offers special conditions of entry to disabled applicants and children from disadvantaged
families.

The university has grown over the years. Its original three faculties, the Faculty of
Philosophy, the Faculty of Law and the Faculty of Medicine have turned into 29 faculties
with over 350 departments.

I surprised all my friends and even myself by joining the famous University Student
Theatre. It’s the most popular student theatre in Russia and has an amazing history. It was
founded in 1756, just a year after the university was opened. Not everybody knows that the
students who played there later became the first actors of the Maliy and Bolshoi theatres.”

David: It’s easy to get confused by all the abbreviations we use in the Internet forums,
chats and SMSs.

Some of them are very straightforward:

TNX, meaning “Thanks”, WUF?, meaning “Where (are) you from?” and AFAIK, standing
for “As far as I know”.

The abbreviations used to close the communication aren’t difficult either:

BBL — Be back later

G2G — Got to go

CU — See you

We use a lot of abbreviations to express emotions, like LU, “Love you”, or LOL, “Laugh(ing)
out loud”, or CRBT, “Crying real big tears”.

However, the wittiest abbreviations, making the conversation fun, are not always so easy
to understand. What is 404, or POS, or PITN, or GAL? And what does PIBKAC (which is my
favourite) stand for? Let me try to explain.

404 means “I have no idea”. It comes from a common error message used on the Internet
when a web page cannot be found. POS or “Parent over shoulder” is a warning that somebody
else can read the conversation and it would be wise to change the topic. GAL means “Get a
life” and is often addressed to people who spend too much time studying or working. It can
also mean, “Stop wasting your time on such rubbish, do something useful and interesting”.
PITN decodes as a “Pain in the neck” and is used to express negative emotions about a
problem or a person causing one. So you can say that a new neighbour is a PITN, because
his music wakes up the whole house every night.

AsT've said, my absolute favourite abbreviation is PIBKAC, meaning “Problem is between
keyboard and chair”. Do you get the joke? No? Who is between the keyboard and the chair?
Right, the person using the computer. So PIBKAC is used to explain to a person that the
problems he or she is having are his or her own fault. Another good one is TGIF, meaning
“Thank God it’s Friday”, obviously used on Friday after a long and difficult week.

Good, I think that’s enough to start with.

Finally, living off campus with all the bills to pay and problems to solve will make people
grow up quicker. One becomes more responsible, active and independent.

Diana: Having talked to everybody I decided to live on campus, and it was the right
decision. There are undoubtedly certain limits that must be accepted if a student chooses
to live on campus, but it’s safer, easier and much more interesting.

Yes, your flat mates can be a problem, but learning how to share limited space with
others will prepare you to deal with people later in life.

At the same time you get the opportunity to mix with other students who have similar
interests and to exchange useful information and experiences with them. By the end of a
year, simply sitting in the lobby of your building might be a fun activity, because you can
see and talk to your friends and neighbours as they pass through.

Many clubs and cultural activities take place at the weekend, making it all the more
worthwhile for students to live on campus.

When you live on campus, you find that you’re in the midst of everything you need.
You find that you're close to libraries, computer labs, large study rooms for group study
or meetings, the student health centre, the student bookshop and classroom buildings.
Whatever the weather, you're already within walking distance.

You feel protected. If you have a problem, there will be a lot of people ready to help. You
don’t have to deal with contracts, unreasonable conditions and bills. You can concentrate
on your studies, which is what you’re at university for.

A fellow blogger shared her experience with Natasha. Listen to her and say what
advice she gives.

OK! You'’re on your own here. There’s no Mummy doing all the searching for you and
asking all the right questions. So how on earth do you find a house? Don’t panic: everyone’s
in the same boat.

You need to begin by making a list of what you want in a house. For instance, do you
want a bath or will just a shower be OK? Do you want a washing machine (my advice —
YES — launderettes are a nightmare and you can’t afford to have things cleaned for you)?
Are you OK with sharing a bathroom or do you want an en suite of your own? You also
need to think about where your house is located — bus and train fares can add up to a lot
of money. When you finally find a place that sounds good and is not going to cost you a
fortune, go and see it. Never believe anybody, even if the person says he or she lived there
last year. Sometimes a place sounds perfect, but the minute you walk through the door,
you understand you can’t live there. And sometimes a place doesn’t sound thrilling, but
you’ll probably fall in love with it the minute you see it. I'll never forget how a friend of
mine went to view a flat which she was supposed to share with an old lady and her lovely
little dog. When she went inside, she saw a huge Staffordshire terrier, so she was glad she
checked before moving in.

Secondly, make sure you take with you a list of questions you want to ask. Will you
have to pay the rest of the rent if the other rooms aren’t filled? How big is the deposit and
will it be returned at the end of your rent? Is there a garden — are you responsible for it?
Are the rooms lockable? Is the house in good condition? If the landlord promises to have
things repaired, get his promises included in the contract. There are also a few things you
should look out for: what is included in the rent and how much are the extra bills? So if
you've found a house for £40 a week, but it doesn’t cover any bills — you aren’t going to
save money, especially if the other rooms are empty.

Don’t forget that the rent must be agreed before the contract. Before you sign, you can
negotiate with the landlord to get better conditions and save money. Always try to get your
contract checked and remember to get a copy of it!

And most of all, start looking early because, as I've already said, we’re all in the same
boat, so there’ll be hundreds of students looking for accommodation.

Irish visit

Though peace has come to Northern Ireland in the present, much work remains to be
done between Ireland and Britain in the future. Queen Elisabeth II made history yet
again when she visited Ireland in 2011. This visit made her the first British monarch to
step foot on Irish land for 100 years; the last one being King George V in 1911.

Just a few days before her arrival there were two bomb scares. The security tried to
insist on calling the whole thing off, but the Queen was determined to go ahead with
her planned four day trip.

It took a massive security operation for her and her husband, Prince Philip, to be able
to visit several sites of political and historic importance which included Croke Park — the
scene of a massacre by British troops, and the Garden of Remembrance which honours
Irish freedom fighters.

As the Irish broadcaster, Sarah Carey, observed gestures and symbols matter in Ireland;
so it was the Queen’s bow at the shrine to those killed in the Easter Rising of 1916 that
particularly moved and impressed her Irish hosts. The highlight of the visit was the
Queen’s speech at Dublin Castle where she acknowledged the “sad and regrettable”
mistakes of Britain’s troubled relationship with Ireland and offered her sympathy to
its victims and their families. “We must not be bound by the past,” are the words with
which the Queen has opened a new era of the British — Irish relationship.

With unregulated compressed air supplies and with sea pressure increasing with depth,
there was always a danger of an underwater swimmer’s lung collapsing.

The aqualung has a special valve regulating the air supply.

As the diver breathes out, the pressure of his breath opens an outlet valve which also
shuts off the air supply.

As he breathes in, the internal pressure falls and the outside water pressure closes the
outlet valve and switches the compressed air supply back on.

The air flows in until the pressure in the valve is the same as the pressure of the outside
water. Then it cuts off.
